
 

 

 

PLANT PROTECTION (IMPORTATION OF FRUIT) ORDER 

[Cap. 178 (1948), Sub. Leg.] 

1. This Order may be cited as the Plant Protection (Importation of Fruit) Order. 

2. No consignment of fruit grown in countries outside Kenya shall be permitted to enter Kenya 

unless accompanied by a certificate, signed by an officer of the exporting country duly 

authorized by the government of that country, to the effect that a percentage (to be stated) of 

the packages in the consignment has been examined by him and has been found to be free 

from insect pests.
